Muslim leaders in the community. It is
intended to raise the level of informed opinion
about Islam in Australia and Indonesia;
increase awareness about the diversity of
cultures and faiths in both countries; and
encourage the development of links between
Australian and Indonesian Muslims.

Letters of application should include the following:

1. Brief Curriculum Vitae including contact details, date of birth, and summary
of work and organisational experience and relevant qualifications.

2. Current photograph (may be electronic for emailed applications)

3. A statement of purpose, containing the following information:

a What you would hope to gain from participating in the Exchange;

b What you can offer the Exchange, during and after the visit (such as
creating better awareness among Australian Muslims about Indonesia,
strengthening relationships and understanding between Islam and other
religions, etc.);

¢ An outline of your involvement in the Australian Muslim community;

d An indication of people and organisations in Indonesia you would like to
meet and particular topics you are interested in pursuing; and

e Any previous visits to Indonesia (with dates).

4. Two letters of reference supporting your suitability for the Exchange, one of

which should be a recommendation from an Islamic organization in Australia
with which you are associated.

All applications must be received by 5pm AEDT, Monday 27 February 2012.
Applications arriving after that date cannot be considered.

Short listed applicants will be invited for interview on 11 March 2012.

accepted, but references must be emailed/posted directly from the referee.
